Phil introduces his two use cases:
- how does LDAP work?
 - how do we do security (session)
Lars does his use cases:
 - Edit news feed : administrator
 - Lars assumes administrator special page
- Phil and Lars will have a talk w/Jeremy about LDAP
Oracle specialist (if needed): Madura
Becky: create news article
- suggests idea where you can draft articles but not add them to the feed
 - System will need to know where those articles have been saved (if anywhere) 
- when removing an article, can you delete any in the department, or only the ones you authored,
 - what about the ones which aren't in a feed
 - we need two use-cases then: one for remove from feed, one for remove from web server.
Madura:
 - update article: lower priority
 - search by keyword, or search by date range, 
 - when article content is modified, is there any change necessary to the RSS document?
 - how will the help system work?  will we be able to do mouseover help, for example
 - move news article
Chris:
- the administrator for the SE department will probably only have one feed.
 - two types of administrators: department and superuser
RSS documents will need to be stored on an ITS system (such as grace?) so that ITS ultimately has the power to remove offensive articles from the portlets.
- so the difference between the superusers and dept. administrators is that superusers can select from all feeds...
- can an ITS actully modify the content?  no.  so a superuser can modify any feed, but no articles.
- superuser cannot write new articles, but dept. admin can.
How do we designate which users are able to access; do we need a database of administrators, of users?
What about a logging capability so that we know who has done what?
