Reporting

Once an evaluation is created for a project, reporting features for the evaluation will become available for the faculty user.  These reporting features include:

	Features
	Descriptions

	Display general reporting summaries by group
	The initial reporting page should display the overview of the results for the evaluation.  It needs to convey the overall average ratings of each group, as well as the distribution of scores within the groups.  It also needs to highlights the problematic groups or the outliers.



	Display results by questions
	In addition to displaying the overall average ratings of each groups, the faculty user can also choose to display averages of each group for a particular question.

	Display individuals’ average results within a group
	Each group can be expanded to show the average ratings for each individual within the group.

	Display individuals results in detail
	For each individual, information about how his/her peers rated the individual for each question is displayed.  The overall average ratings given by each peer is displayed.  The average of the ratings given by all the peers for each question is displayed.  Unusual trends are highlighted.

	Display individuals’ rating habits
	For each individual, information about how the individual rated his/her peers is displayed.

	Email rating summaries of an individual
	Faculty user can choose to email individuals of their ratings summaries.  The individual will receive results displayed anonymously.

	Display submission status of the evaluation forms for all students involved in the project
	The faculty user can effectively distinguish those groups and individuals who have completed their evaluation, and those who have not.

	Provide sorting mechanisms
	Results can be sorted by different elements (for example, groups, individuals, ratings, etc)

	Provide a graphical view of the results
	Results can be viewed in a chart or other graphical format
