IBM Agent Controller

IBM Agent Controller is a software profiling tool that is shipped with IBM Websphere.  Agent Controller was considered as a possible tool to gather metrics for CSOAPP, especially due to its close integration with Websphere.
Originally, it seemed as though Agent Controller was going to be a good tool to use to gather the metrics that were required by the customer.  Agent Controller was relatively easy to setup and run and it could monitor a lot of data very easily.  However, the type of data collected was not very well organized and was also difficult to parse through.
As a result, IBM Agent Controller was discarded as a useful tool to gather the metrics that were needed for CSOAPP.
0ms Return Time from Services

One of the tests run during the metrics gather process was designed to determine the communication time between modules.  Unfortunately, due to the nature of the communication, and due to the fact that the metrics are gathered in increments of 10ms, any communication time that was less than 10ms was recorded as 0.
In order to ensure that some time was recorded for communication between modules, the period of time during the communication phase was increased by 5ms by causing the communication procedure to sleep for 5ms.
