Senior Project Synopsis

The Excellus Senior Project involves building a service-oriented prototype to replicate an existing program written in COBOL and assembly code.  The prototype should simulate the process involved in the adjudication of a health insurance claim.  The primary focus of the project is to determine the most efficient and modifiable method of invoking the existing data services.  The prototype need not implement any business logic or data access outside of incorporating the steps involved in the adjudication process.

Different performance enhancing techniques and technologies will be incorporated through a series of improvements to the baseline prototype.  Metrics and measurements will be recorded for the performance of the system and the amount of effort to incorporate the performance improvement.  The metrics will be used to determine which performance enhancements are the most cost-effective.

The Senior Project Team will provide a final architectural recommendation to Excellus outlining their research findings accompanied by rationale supporting their decisions.  The recommendation of the Team will be used to drive future service development at Excellus.
