What makes a good design?
When you are looking at a design what characteristics would you expect to see in a good design?

What makes good design documentation?

You learn about a design through the documentation that describes it.  In many cases, this is a text description along with accompanying UML diagrams. If you are an adherent of agile methodologies, you would claim that you learn more about the design by looking at code.  What characteristics would you expect to find in good design documentation for either approach mentioned above?  Be a little more specific than a general statement, "It is clear." Or "It is not confusing."  What aspects are clear or not confusing?
