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1. Unit Tests

JUnit Tests will be written for each function point at both the Application Layer and the Persistence Layer. This will ensure proper behavior of functionality and test boundary conditions where they exist as well as the input that doesn’t follow the “happy path”.
2. Acceptance Tests

A separate document will be maintained for the acceptance tests, which outlines all the functionality a user would encounter when using the product. There will also be acceptance tests that outline varying behavior on behalf of the user to make sure that minority paths taken by certain users will perform acceptably. These tests will be performed as black box tests at the Web Layer.
3. Integration Tests

JUnit Tests will be written as new phases are introduced and new functionality is introduced into the system. At the time of integration, the new integration tests will be run in order to ensure that no problems exist between the previous phase and the new phase. Regression tests will also be run at this point to ensure the previous functionality is not affected by the introduction of the new phase.
4. Code Coverage

The Netbeans code coverage tool will be used in conjunction with JUnit Test Cases in order to ensure proper code coverage is achieved.
